In his speech at the meeting, the President & CEO Claes Warnander reported that the 

efforts to develop new vehicle products with integrated electronics continue:

  for trucks, EBS (Electronic Brake Systems).”

”The development of Haldex new concept for compressed air in braking systems, 


  ECAM (Electronically Controlled Air Management), was concluded in 1999 and 


  serial  deliveries will start this year.

”The Group’s invoicing for January-February has been on approximately the 


  same level as the same period last year.”
