
Proper Installation

1. Install Pressure Protection Valve (PPV) to an air reservoir
with the arrow on the top of the valve pointing in the direction
of air flow, see Figure 2. Check Valve version may differ from
Figure 2. 

2. Use a drop of Loctite to lubricate  threaded connections.
DO NOT USE a  pipe compound or teflon tape as they may
clog the valve.

3. Position valve as noted on valve body, see Figures 1 & 2.
Note: PPV must be positioned as shown with top of valve
up. Failure to correctly postion the valve may result in
reduction of product life. 

4. After PPV has been installed and connected to the
height control system air lines, pressurize air system with a
constant air supply in excess of 15 psi (1 bar above
operating pressure.

5. Check all connections for air leaks.
